Led by experienced professionals from the aviation industry, MYP ensures effective
administration and service delivery. Boasting a staff of approximately 500 individuals, MYP
is well equipped to provide exceptional air travel experiences to our passengers.

Our Fleet

Our current fleet consists of two ATR 72-600 aircraft, which were delivered on 31 January
and 1 April 2014 respectively.

All of our destinations are of tourism and/or
commercial significance.

Our pilots are all qualified on ATR 72-600 aircraft,
with training carried out at ATR’s Training Centers
in Toulouse, France and Singapore, with recurrent
and type rating simulator training at ATR-
approved facilities in Bangkok, Thailand.

Our Cabin Crew

Our Cabin Crew Instructors have been trained
at the ATR Training Center and hold instructor
certificates for ATR 72-600 aircraft from Toulouse,
France. Some of our Instructors have conducted
additional training at the Civil Aviation Training
Institute (CATI) in Yangon. Our Cabin Crew have
been trained at the Myanmar Department of Civil
Aviation’s in-house training center, and have also
undergone courses at CATI.

Our Aircrafts Maintenance Crew

Our licensed aircraft maintenance engineers have
type ratings on ATR 72-600 from the ATR Training
Centers in France (Toulouse) and Singapore.

Maintenance of our aircraft is carried out by
our own Approved Maintenance Organization,
which has been approved by the Department of
Civil Aviation. Base maintenance is outsourced
to approved maintenance, repair and overhaul
organizations (MRQS).

THE GATEWAY TO ROAM
NORTHERN THAILAND

f you have a spare week on your hands and are feeling a

bit adventurous, there are few better places to hit up than

northern Thailand. You've got a cool, creative city in Chiang
Mai, plenty of natural wonders - from waterfalls and caves
to mountaintops - and a plethora of cultural attractions, all
within easy reach. It's also relatively cheap and has good
public transport: if you've got a Myanmar driver's licence, you
can rent a car and really start exploring. And then there's the
food, which alone make the trip worthwhile.

For many foreign visitors, Bangkok is the gateway to
northern Thailand, reachable by plane, train or automobile.
But Myanmar nationals have another option: a border pass
available at the Tachileik-Mae Sai crossing in eastern Shan
State that lets them roam the north for up to seven days. The
reopening of the border crossing in February 2023, after a
three-year closure due to COVID, means travelling overland
into Thailand is once again possible.
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Tachileik

This bustling border town is your entry point
to northern Thailand and is best reached

by flight from the major cities in Myanmar.
There’s not a huge amount to see and do

in Tachileik per se, but it has the requisite
pagodas and markets befitting any Myanmar
town of its size.

A popular nearby tourist site is the village
of Mai Pong (sometimes spelled Maing Pong
or Maing Phone), about 90 minutes outside
Tachileik near the Mekong River that marks
the border with Laos. The local monastery
is the home of Mai Pong Sayadaw, who is
probably the most revered monk in all of
Shan State (and beyond - he’s a well-known
figure in Thailand as well).

Inside Tachileik itself, the energetic Tar Lot
market is probably the major drawcard. Open
from early in the morning to sundown, the
market features hundreds, if not thousands
of stalls that spread out east from the

immigration checkpoint and Friendship
Bridge that marks the border with Thailand.
You'll find everything from knock-off
designer goods and souvenirs to cheap
cigarettes and medicines. Most of what's

on sale is intended for day-trippers from
Thailand, so there may not be a lot to tempt
visitors from elsewhere in Myanmar.

But even if you're not in the market for a
new bag, you should still check out the fresh
and cooked food, as well as the locally made
textiles and goods produced by the many
ethnic minorities in eastern Shan State. It's

a good opportunity to try snacks and other
dishes that you might not see elsewhere in
Myanmar. Once you've had your fill, it's time
to head to the Friendship Bridge to cross into
Thailand. The border town of Mae Sai has
even less to hold your attention, so it's best
to hop aboard a bus or rent a car to get to
your next destination as soon as you can.
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Chiang Rai

That next destination should definitely be
Chiang Rai, a busy town of about 200,000
people with enough attractions to keep

you busy for at least a few days. Like its
big brother to the south, Chiang Rai was
once capital of the Lanna Kingdom, and
thus has a rich history. Founded by King
Mangrai in 1262, the town was captured

by the Burmese in the 15th century and
became a vassal state of the Burmese kings.
After the Burmese-Siamese War of 1775-
76, however, Lanna (including Chiang Rai)
became a tributary of the Thonburi Kingdom
of Siam and was eventually absorbed

into the Siamese state. The north, though,
retains a unique identity to this day. Chiang
Rai in particular is famed for its laid-back
atmosphere, with less of the traffic and
crowds of Chiang Mai.

In recent years, Instagram has turned some
of Chiang Rai’s attractions into household
names. Chief among these Wat Rong Khun,
known to many foreign visitors as the “White
Temple” because... well, it's pretty self-
explanatory, isn't it? What's notable about
Wat Rong Khun is that it's actually quite

new: designed by local artist Chalermchai
Kositpipat, it opened in 1997 on the site

of an earlier, dilapidated temple. As you'd
expect, it's as much a piece of art as a
temple, albeit one loaded with religious
symbolism. The project inspired Phuttha
Kabkaew to develop the “Blue Temple” (Wat
Rong Suea Ten) in the early 2000s, and it too
has become an online sensation. In a more
traditional vein, Wat Phra Kaew is famous for
being the site where the Emerald Buddha -
yes, the one in Bangkok - was “discovered” in
1434, when a lightning bolt hit an old zedi.

Once you've checked out the temples, be

sure to rent a motorbike to get out into the
countryside. There are amazing waterfalls, hot
springs, caves (including, yes, that cave) and
mountain peaks to be explored around Chiang
Rai. The pick of the waterfalls is Khun Korn,
which features a stunning 70-metre drop, but if
you've only got a limited amount of time then
Huai Mae Sai and Pong Phra Bat are closer to
town. Once the sun starts to go down, it's time
to check out the night bazaar, which begins
around 6pm. Even if you're not tempted by the
souvenirs, clothing and other items on sale,

the bazaar has a great selection of northern
food - it's the perfect place to enjoy a beer on a
warm evening and listen to some live music. If
you're visiting on a weekend then you can also
head to the walking street, which is held every
Saturday from 4pm to late on Thanalai Street in
the centre of town.

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Chiang Mai

Affectionately known as the “Rose of the
north”, Thailand’s second city doesn't
disappoint. The best place to start exploring
the former capital of the Lanna Kingdom

is the “old city”, still surrounded by a moat
and red-brick walls built to astrological

and religious beliefs. Don't expect many
remnants from before the 19th century,
however; despite the name, little is left of
old Chiang Mai, which suffered extensive
destruction when locals (known as Tai Yuan)
and the Siamese wrested the region back
from the Burmese. The walls, corner bastions
and five gates, for example, are largely a
reconstruction, in some cases rebuilt using
original bricks. Nevertheless, they are
evocative of the royal atmosphere - the
plaza in front of Thapae Gate is a particularly
popular spot to hang out and snap selfies.

The old city also features Chiang Mai’s most
revered Buddhist site, Wat Phra Singh;
inside the building you'll find a series of
fascinating photos showing the old city
largely engulfed by jungle. From the middle
of the 19th century, Chiang Mai began to re-

emerge as a political, religious and commercial centre. While
trade was the name of the game back then, today tourism
brings in the dollars and the old city is accordingly a hive of
cafés, restaurants, bars, hotels and boutiques aimed mainly
at visitors. Another popular district is Nimmanheim, which
is home to a smorgasbord of cool bars and restaurants (not
to mention a cat café). In the same neighbourhood is Maya
Plaza, the city’'s more upmarket shopping mall, while across
the road Think Park comes alive at night. Be sure to check
out the Night Bazaar, while there are “walking street” night
markets on both Saturday and Sunday.
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Northern Thailand has
something for everyone -
whether you have seven days
or seven weeks to explore.

There is so much more to do in Chiang Mai. The city’s many
cooking schools are popular with visitors keen to get to grips
with the spicy northern Thai cuisine, and Chiang Mai is also

a great place to relax with a Thai traditional massage. The
zoo and night safari are also popular stop-offs, particularly
for those travelling with children. Up the windy road to

the west of town is Wat Phra That Doi Suthep, a popular
mountaintop temple, and the Bhubing Palace, built in 1961 to
accommodate the royal family on visits to northern Thailand.
The gardens around the palace are a highlight. Another
worthy diversion is Wiang Kum Kam, which King Mangrai
founded and briefly made his capital from 1281-1296, until
flooding prompted him to move his palace slightly northwest
to the current location of Chiang Mai. Historians were unsure
whether Wiang Kum Kam existed until some remains were
found in the 1980s, and since then around a dozen sites have
been excavated. At the small museum about 20 minutes’
drive from Chiang Mai old city you can hire a pony cart to
take you on the 45-minute circuit for 300 baht. The ruins are
charmingly sandwiched between modern homes in a quiet
suburb.

Chiang Mai also makes a great base for exploring several
nearby towns, either as day trips or longer stays. Three hours’
drive to the northwest, Pai is popular with the backpacker
crowd and has a party vibe. Chiang Dao, about an hour to the
north, is more sedate but still well worth the trip, with the
town’s cave pagoda definitely a highlight. The Mae Rim area
boasts a number of fun stop-offs, including Mon Chaem (also
known as Mon Jam), where you can get your photo taken on a
ladder, creating an optical illusion that you're perched way up
above the valley (rather than a few metres from the ground).
There also numerous elephant camps in the mountains
around Chiang Mai, as well as adventure activities like rafting,
ziplining and ATV tours. In short, northern Thailand has
something for everyone - whether you have seven days or
seven weeks to explore.

grew up in a town not too dissimilar to Kalaw, in southern Shan State. And

every time | visit it reminds me of home - at least, all the good parts! Pleasant

childhood memories of cool nights, the slight smell of wood smoke lingering in
the air, morning mist and towering pine trees are all daily realities in Kalaw.

The southern Shan State town also adds affordable and varied accommodation
options, diversified dining choices, incredible day trips to must-see tourist sites
and vibrant local markets. In fact, after a short stay in Kalaw, the only question on
your mind will be deciding when to make your next visit.
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Getting there

Kalaw is an established tourist destination in
its own right but benefits from its proximity to
the state capital of Taunggyi and nearby Inle
Lake. Depending on your budget, how much
time you have and your appetite for adventure,
you can travel from Yangon to Kalaw by bus,
car, aeroplane or train (only for trainspotters
or the hardiest travellers). Of course, if you
own a motorcycle, you can also use that to
cover the 570-kilometre ride. Bus tickets are
circa K25,000-35,000 per ticket. Plane tickets
are somewhat more pricey from Yangon to
Heho, from where you'll need to catch a bus or
taxi on to Kalaw. But the road route is nearly
nine hours without stops, so if time is of the
essence, flying is the way to go. At the other
end of the spectrum, the train can take 25
hours, even without any unexpected delays.

Given Kalaw is such a family-friendly
destination, many people choose to drive
their own car, following the Nay Pyi Taw
highway from Yangon, north past the capital
before turning off at the 262-mile marker and
heading for Pyawbwe and then on to Kalaw.
It's a relatively easy drive on good roads, with
only a steep section to climb the Shan plateau
to watch out for.
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Where to stay

Your choice of accommodation in Kalaw is an
important one and probably determined by
whether you have chosen to self-drive. There
are hotels and guesthouses close to the centre
of town, which are ideal for visitors who have
caught the bus or flown in, but anyone with
their own transport can widen their search

to include the hilltop retreats overlooking
Kalaw or a stay in a nearby village, which has
become a popular option.

Personally, | favour the Kalaw Heritage Hotel,
which is close to the centre of town. There

is no swimming pool and you have to live
with the noise of surrounding rooms but it's
a convenient location, the buffet breakfast is
outstanding (@ mix of Western and Myanmar)
and the barman makes a killer Old Fashioned
cocktail.

On another visit | also stayed in a rustic
hillside bungalow in a neighbouring village.
My family loved being able to cook our own
meals, as well as our own space. The views
across the little village were gorgeous too.
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What to do

Prepare to be spoiled for choice. | cannot
resist an early morning walk in Kalaw,
carefully following the railway line and
seeking out dew on flowers and spiderwebs
to photograph in the perfect light. Better yet,
| get to do so in peace because my family
usually awakes later.

After breakfast we often explore the colourful
central market in town to buy flowers,
seasonal fruits, locally grown and roasted
coffee, and other delights.

The well-known View Point lookout and
restaurant is a short drive outside Kalaw,
requiring a 5-minute walk up a steep stretch
of road from where parking is available.

The payoff is a stunning panoramic view
over the surrounding valleys. In addition to
the obligatory selfies and family pics, the
restaurant offers decent food and drinks and
is well worth the effort.

Similar views are also available from the
pagodas and monasteries that dot the high
ground around town. It's easy to drive most of
the way, park and then explore at your leisure
but | enjoy the challenge of covering the
whole distance on foot.
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And if you're after a challenge, it sometimes
remains possible to hike from Kalaw to

Inle Lake - a journey that takes three days
and includes overnight stays in homes or
monasteries, but can be reduced to a two
day/one night trip. This walk has amazing
reviews but is subject to sudden changes - it's
essential to check ahead with tour operators
to ensure the route is open.

Probably the most popular day trip from
Kalaw is to drive to Nyaungshwe to spend a

When negotiating boat rental in Nyaungshwe,

the main town on the lake’s edge, it's
important to agree on the sites you want to

visit and those you wish to avoid. The lake is

full of handicraft businesses, and personally
I'd say a visit to a lotus silk weaving shop
and a silversmith is enough. But | love the
Jumping Cat Monastery (Nga Phe Chaung),
watching the fishermen rowing with their

iconic leg-powered technique and drifting past
the floating tomato beds. During peak tourist

season, the Jumping Cat Monastery gets
many visitors, so it's worth booking ahead
to ensure you can enter. But just watching
people go about their lives while living on
a lake is fascinating. There are restaurants
at or near most of the key destinations and
you will want to stop somewhere to eat.

I'd recommend a test of the local rice and
blended fish, which always hits the spot.

After a good few hours on the lake, it's also
possible to visit the Red Mountain Estate
winery in Shwe Laphone Village, especially
if you have a driver (another option is to

rent a bicycle in Nyaungshwe for the short
ride to the vineyard). The charming estate
offers tastings of all its best wines and is

a wonderful way to cap off the day but
remember it's a two-hour drive back to Kalaw.

Where to eat

Like most of the elevated hill towns in
Myanmar, Kalaw has a vibrant mix of ethnic
groups that call it home. This is a colonial
legacy: the British brought in Gurkhas from
Nepal, as well as Indians, to form its civil
service and grow orchards. Thankfully, that
mix pays off today on the dinner plate: some
of the best Nepali-inspired food in Myanmar
can be found in Kalaw. | speak here of Everest
Nepali Food Centre, which is right in the
centre of town. However, on my last visit |
noted that while the food remained excellent,
there were too many diners and it took a
while to deliver the food.

There are also excellent Indian options
available, alongside Shan, Myanmar and
Chinese restaurants. Hidden away on a hillside
near Kalaw Heritage Hotel is a little gem: New
Simple Life Inn and Restaurant. Here you can
sample pizzas and sandwiches made from
local ingredients and cooked on a wood-fired
oven.

If you need a break from the heat in Yangon,
there are few places better to cool off and
unwind than Kalaw.
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Kalaw is only 45 minutes drive from Heho.

Ngapali beach in Rakhine State.

And it's been far too long since I've touched
the glorious white sands of Ngapali and
dipped my toes in the clear waters that make
it so very special. The main beach is about 7
kilometres long and forms a gentle crescent.
Whether you're spending a weekend or a
week, Ngapali has so much to offer.
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Getting there
Getting to Ngapali is not a complicated
business: you can either fly from Yangon (or
Sittwe), drive (if you have a valid Myanmar
licence), hire a car and driver, or take the bus.
Flight is definitely the fastest and easiest
option: The road routes take approximately
9-10 hours from Yangon, while the flight to
Thandwe Airport is just 45 minutes. Be sure

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Where to eat

Here's where your choice of accommodation can be a touch more important. If
you stick to one of the more established zones, you will almost certainly have
better dining options. Restaurants are mostly located on the main road or

within the hotels/resorts.

If seafood is not your thing, there will always be other choices on the menu

- the resorts offer Western fare and most roadside restaurants will have
vegetarian selections. But the option of large tiger prawns cooked as you like,
grilled fish or squid, curried crab and even lobster are impossible to resist.
And if you're a fan of mohinga, why not try Rakhine State’s own version of
the fishy soup - moneti. Saltier and spicier than mohinga, Rakhine’s all-day
favourite is available pretty much everywhere and you can rest assured that

the ingredients will be fresh.

Boat tours are available that ferry punters on long-
tail boats for half-day tours departing in the early
morning and returning around lunch-time. Tours
typically take in a bit of fishing with hand reels,
snorkelling in the crystal clear waters around Pearl
Island and perhaps a visit to a secluded beach for a
picnic.

It's also a fun place to explore on two wheels. Both
bicycles and motorcycles (if you have a Myanmar
car licence) can be hired at hotels or roadside
stands for small fees. My preferred destinations are
the nearby town of Thandwe, the southern tip of
Ngapali beach at Gyeik Taw village and the slightly
wild beach north of the airport.
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If you plan to visit Thandwe, it's perhaps best to do so by
motorcycle, since it's about 13 kilometres from the main
beach. The main market is fascinating, especially the seafood
area, where you can see large tuna, rays and barracuda being
traded.

A visit to Gyeik Taw, meanwhile, is both a pleasant ride and
an opportunity to experience a working fishing village and
catch a glimpse of real life in Rakhine State. Highlights include
a shop selling locally caught lobsters and the lighthouse on a
promontory at the end of the beach.

A visit north of the airport is within cycling range and a fun
excursion. Time your ride carefully and you'll be able to rest
on the road between the tarmac and the water as planes pass
directly overhead. Soon after the airport the road diverts
away from the beach and passes through a small patch of
forest before rejoining the coast. This stretch is gorgeous and
sparsely populated. There are few fishing families or resorts,
leaving the white sands free of other tourists.

No matter where you choose to stay and what activities you
do, Ngapali will delight, whether it's your first visit or your

time and to a consistent standard. The
two- and three-course lunch menus are
competitively priced and aimed at people
with just enough time to chat, eat and
return to work.

Towards the end of the
day, Babett transforms, offering the same
crowd a cool venue to have drinks and a
meal after work.

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Burbrit Brewery

D16, NORTH DAGON INDUSTRIAL ZONE,

Conjecture surrounds which business can lay claim to being
the first craft brewery in modern day Myanmar - the internet
suggests one briefly flourished in the 1990s - but I've never
seen any more than vague references. Thankfully, no such
mystery surrounds the arrival, survival and growth of Burbrit.
The site of the brewery, tucked away in a tiny industrial

estate in North Dagon, does not inspire much confidence when

viewed on a map but in person the site is sensational: much
of the seating is under cover alongside the busy Nga Moe Yeik
Creek. The food is largely bar snacks and simple barbeque
and perfectly matches the main event: a diverse range of
delicious, locally brewed craft beers. Personally, | favour
Burma Pale Ale by the pint and the very punchy Coffee Stout
in smaller quantities. Tasting boards are available and well
worth the experience. And the folks behind Burbrit have been
busy: there's a taproom at the Central on Kabar Aye Pagoda
Road in Yankin township and a bigger venue alongside Ocean
Supercentre at 9-mile. If you can't find your way to any of the
direct outlets, fear not; these days, many reputable bars and
restaurants have Burbrit on tap or in cans.
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Rangoon Tea House Golden Valley
36 INYA MYAING ROAD, GOLDEN VALLEY, BAHAN TSP

When the original Rangoon Tea House opened up in the downtown area it
quickly wowed everybody with its mix of Myanmar and foreign cuisine,
heritage vibe (in the name innit) and professional service. In fact, it became
so popular - especially with visiting tourists - that it was sometimes difficult
to walk in off the street and find a table. The original site is now closed but
was replaced by a new venue in Golden Valley. The Inya Myaing site opened
in 2021 and represents a significant improvement over the original outlet

in most ways. The ambience for diners is much better, the high ceilings and
woodwork are things of beauty, while the acoustics are lightyears ahead, with
less echo. There is also the option of private rooms. Where the original may
have been about replicating a teashop, the Bahan outlet is just as much about
high-end boozing, with a menu to prove it. There is also a Rangoon Tea House
within the Junction Square retail mall in Kamaryut township.
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Whether on business or on a haliday...

Yangon

Once a multicultural, cosmopolitan city under the British, Yangon
slowly regressed during Myanmar’s long self-imposed absence from
the international sphere. The city’s downtown area contains elegant
reminders of the colonial era but is modernising fast. New bars,
restaurants and fascinating galleries are thriving. What slight charm
Yangon has lost in the country’s recent and sharp progress is more
than made up for in the explosion of places to eat and drink.







Inle Lake wieno

While almost as popular with visitors as
Bagan, Inle Lake is a very different kind
of destination - one where tourists are
almost obliged to kick up their heels, relax
and enjoy the scenery. The lake is nestled
into the Shan plateau more than 1000
metres above sea level, and is the second
largest natural water body in Myanmar.

Best known for its floating gardens

and iconic ethnic Intha boatmen, Inle
Lake offers visitors the option of taking
boating tours to explore the villages

on the water to get a glimpse of a very
different life. Visitors can choose to stay
in hotels on the lake, smaller guesthouses

or hotels in the main town of Nyaungshwe
or in the resorts that are scattered around
the shoreline and surrounding hills.

Bagan
(Nvaung U)

Bagan is arguably the country’s peak tourist
destination and with ample reason - it’s

one of the richest archaeological sites in the
region and contains more than 2000 pagodas,
temples and religious sites. The zone also

has some of the best hotels in Myanmar and
a host of other attractions, including balloon
flights that provide stunning bird’s eye views.
Visitors can choose to explore the temples

by horse cart, bicycle, battery-powered bike
or by renting a car and driver. One of the
best aspects of Bagan is the ease of getting
there: visitors can fly into Nyaung U airport,
catch a bus from Mandalay or Yangon, hire

a car to drive or board a boat and cruise the
Ayeyarwady River from Mandalay.

Mandalay has many fascinating religious sites such as the Mahamuni Pagoda
and Mandalay Hill, but there is also the Royal Palace and cultural attractions
such as handweaving of silk and cotton, stone carving, goldworking shops
and bronze casting. Further afield are the ancient capitals of Amarapura,
Sagaing, Ava and Mingun. Of these, Mingun is considered unmissable, with its
incredible brick pagoda and giant bronze bell sure to catch the eye of visitors.

Nay Pyi Taw

The administrative capital of Nay Pyi Taw is situated
near enough to the center of Myanmar, making it an
ideal destination to overnight on longer road trips or
spend a few days decompressing. Visitors are spoiled
for choice on where to stay but the smart money might
be on one of the older resorts, where the vast grounds
and well-spaced villas make it feel as if you're staying
in the jungle, surrounded by bird song at dusk/dawn
and fireflies after sunset.

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Ngapali Beach

(Thandwe)

Ngapali beach, in Rakhine State’s Thandwe
township, offers white sand beaches,
delicious seafood and perfect relaxation.
While other beach getaways such as Ngwe
Saung are catching up, Ngapali has an ace
up its sleeve - it's less than 45 minutes

by plane from Yangon, compared with

six hours by car to Ngwe Saung. Most of
Ngapali’'s hotels are located inside a wide
and protected cove, making for smooth,
calm and safe swimming. Once you've set
foot on Ngapali's white sand beaches, it
will be tough to do anything but swim and
relax but it's worth spending a morning
aboard a charter boat to visit untouched
beaches and snorkel in the clear waters
around Pearl Island.
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Sittwe
(Mrauk U)

The Rakhine State capital Sittwe is the
gateway to the ancient city of Mrauk U,

the former centre of a flourishing Rakhine
empire. Mrauk U reached its peak in the 15"
century and today has a completely different
atmosphere to Myanmar’s other ancient
sites. It is an interesting alternative site to
Bagan. Be one of the first to discover these
ancient temples, which are accessible from
Sittwe by a picturesque boat ride up the
surging Kaladan River. Chin villages, home to
women with tattooed faces, can be visited by
continuing further up the Lemro river from
Mrauk U.

Tachileik

A famous border town between Myanmar and Thailand, Tachileik
is popular with tourists in Thailand who need to visit another
country to get their visas renewed. A small replica of Yangon’s
Shwedagon Pagoda sits on a hill overlooking the town. The
town’s market is a thriving commercial centre where tourists can
buy all manner of cheap clothing, fashion accessories, electronics
and all manner of odds and ends.




Mpyitkyina

Myitkyina is the capital of northernmost Kachin State, nearly
1500 kilometres from Yangon and 785 kilometres to the
north of Mandalay. The city is in a flat valley that is scorching
hot during the summer months and sees intense rains during
the monsoon. The city sits at the western bank of the mighty
Ayeyarwady River, about 40 kilometres downstream from a
confluence where the river begins. Myitkyina is the terminus
of the railway line and a crucial trading and administrative
town within Kachin State. The city is also an important
location for other touristic ventures in Kachin State. It can be
reached by rail, boat or air but while the railway might sound
a romantic idea be warned that a one-way trip from Mandalay §
will take at least 24 hours.

Another attraction within Shan State, Lashio is the largest town in northern Shan
State and a key stop on the road that links Myanmar with China. For visitors
Lashio offers motorcycle treks and hiking tours into the nearby mountains.
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Mpyeik

The Tanintharyi Region town of Myeik was a busy
seaport during the colonial era and remains an
important commerce town today. As well as hosting a
large fishing fleet that trawls the Myeik Archipelago,
Myeik is famous for the bird’'s nests harvested from
shore-front buildings and the caves on its islands, as
well as the pearling industry. However, there is plenty
more to like about Myeik, including its incredible
collection of colonial-era houses and buildings, many
of which remain family homes or businesses today.

Dawei

A somewhat sleepy town in southern Tanintharyi
Region, Dawei’s recent history has been tied to an
ambitious plan to host a special economic zone

and deepsea port. As well as its delicious fruits -
pineapples, mangoes, mangosteens and durian - Dawei
is also a major hub for other agricultural produce such
as rubber, palm oil and cashew. For visitors, iconic
Maungmakan Beach, where fishermen cast their nets
only metres offshore, is a short motorcycle ride away,
with long stretches of untouched beach beckoning
would be tourists.

Kawthaung

Kawthaung is Myanmar’s southernmost main town and sits
at the mouth of Kyan River on the Malay Peninsula with the
Thai border town of Ranong to its near east. Like Tachileik,
Kawthaung is popular with foreigners living in Thailand who
need to exit the country to renew their visa. But Kawthaung
is so much more than that - it's the most popular destination
to embark on one of the liveaboard boats that explore the
wonders of the Myeik Archipelago, including its nearly
untapped diving spots and deserted islands.

Prohibition on use of portable electronic devices in aircraft

Almost all portable electronic devices used by aircraft crew and passengers have not been designed to the stringent

standards normally applied to aircraft equipment.

By using portable electronic devices in aircraft both in flight and on the ground, the radio signals transmitted from

these devices can interfere with the navigational and communication equipment that may jeopardize aircraft safety.

Therefore, as Myanmar is a Contracting State of ICAO, the Department of Civil Aviation has decided to follow the international
convention and prohibit the use of portable electronic devices in public transport aircraft during the entire flight.

Portable electronic devices include, but only not limited to the following equipment.

1. Mobile telephone 4. Laptop or portable PC without printer

2. Cellular telephone 5. Electronic games, electronic calculators and electronic shavers

3. Portable video equipment 6. Cassette/CD/DVD /minidisk players (used electronic headphones only),
MP3 players (used electronic headphones only).
